Math – 4 credits: Integrated Math I, Integrated Math II, Integrated Math III, Higher Level Math 

***Students must enroll in a Math class EVERY year of High School*** 

English – 4 credits 
 

Science – 3 credits: Biology, Chemistry (OR Physics), and 1 additional lab science 

Social Studies – 3.5 credits: World History & Geography, US History & Geography, Government (0.5), Economics (0.5), Personal Finance (0.5) 

World Language – 2 credits:  **Must be in the SAME Foreign Language** 

Lifetime Wellness – 1 credit    

Physical Education – .5 credit 

Fine Art – 1 credit 

Focus Elective Pathway Courses – 3 credits: Business, Technology, or Advanced Studies 

Total Credits Required for Graduation = 22.0 credits
